Type of quotation Example

A topic Yesterday, I read the book ‘Gulliver’s travels’.

A statement included in a sentence The Director stated that ‘higher profits can be expected’.

� Short quotations (one to four lines) 

xxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxx

xxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxx: ‘Solutions always lead to new problems,  complications and repe-

titions somewhere else.’
